Tutto’s three most recent productions: Ophelia (Fall 2008), Black Snow (Summer 2009), and Murder 
Ballad, Murder Mystery (Fall 2009), together have collected 37 nominations, garnered 11 awards, and 
appeared on 8 annual top listings from local media. 
 
Founded in 2002, Tutto Theatre Company set out to elevate cross-disciplinary communication in the Austin 
artistic community. In 2008, the artistic ambition to enhance the expanding arts community in Austin was 
fused to our original purpose. We remain committed to a re-investigation of history, both in the modern 
sense of what has come before us and in the ancient and medieval sense of a story to be told. For, we 
believe, it is by gazing unflinchingly at this doubled horizon: history, that we may seek to re-envision the 
world. For, in theatre we may imagine a history, tell a story, which allows us to build a more desirable 
future. ‘Tutto’ is Italian for ‘everything,’ the name celebrates this conjunction.
